Approval of Agenda Karrie motioned to approve, Bethany seconded, agenda approved.

Approval of Minutes from March meeting Bethany motioned to approve, Karrie seconded, agenda approved.

Treasurer’s Report Bethany emailed the report to the board prior to the meeting.  We have a net income nice sum, registration for 53 expected, still waiting for 2 from Williston and 2 from UND, who are working with their business offices.  Corporate Support gold level sponsorship from BND, silver level from Sallie Mae, Common Bond and College Ave Student loans;  food was biggest expense again and has been paid to Proz Lakeside; lodging one expense for Ken Kocur, RMASFAA past president; presenter gift/expense of travel reimbursement for philanthropy project presenter; net income $3042.15. Philanthropy Project $638 to Lake Region Community Shelter.  Marcia motioned to approve treasurer’s report, Chris seconded, report approved.

Unfinished Business 
· NDASFAA Event Conduct Policy – agreed at last meeting to change it briefly to fit NASFAA’s policy, Karrie will be updating P&P by next meeting.
· Membership – Procedure for non-renewal, late fee Question of if we need to decide on a late fee or leave it open ended; Amanda reported that membership committee thought it’d be a good idea but didn’t make a definite decision on amount; Marcia questioned what other states are doing, Bethany indicated she’d check with other states’ treasurers; will discuss again at next meeting once we have this information.
· NDASFAA Fall 2019 Professional Development Training NASFAA is now accepting orders for training materials for credentialing; Karrie indicated we might want to survey association to see which credentials would be most favorable; Marcia indicated we need to know who would be able to train; Karrie will have update for next meeting .

New Business
Leadership Development Scholarship – one application from Judy Hager for RMASFAA Summer Institute, Bethany reported that how many and how much depends upon the number of applications and dollars that we have, surplus funds generated from conference registration fees may be transferred to the leadership scholarship fund, conference registration $4505 and total expenses (excluding corporate support) about $3800 leaves about $700 for scholarship; Karrie suggested we approve $750 for registration fee; Bethany approved that for Judy Hager for SI registration – Judy to submit reimbursement voucher from NDASFAA website.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]NDASFAA Conference Committee 2020 Chris connected with Chelsea Larson at UND who will be involved with planning, and Janelle Kilgore will also be helping; Chris will also be involved and will be sharing more at next meeting; Bethany –we paid for 16 meals at our annual conference 2019 which were not eaten – suggestion that a checkbox for each meal be included on registration form; also include early bird registration fee (early bird $85 usually closes 2 weeks prior to conference start, then 1 more week for regular registration fee $100); Reminder for conference committee that Gold level corporate support gives vendor update/presentation at conference.  Sallie Mae and Common Bond gave vendor updates in 2019 and those were not part of their incentives for the silver level corporate sponsor fee they paid.
