Counselor workshops were held:  3 in-person and 1 virtual.  Combined attendance for all workshops was 116.  Bank of North Dakota povided breakfast at all 3 sites and remaining allocation was donated to the Leadership Development Fund.  All state of ND filings are curent.  Balances all look good.  Karrie Huber, U of Mary, motioned to approve.  Laurie weber, MSU, seconded.  Treasurer’s report approved.

NDASFAA will be held in Grand Forks in 2026.  CTS will host the event.  It will be a shorter conference with some virtual options.  RMASFAA 2026 will be in Fargo at the Holiday Inn.  Kelsey and Crystal will be the conference co-chairs.  Will be looking for several committee chairs.   

Awareness:  Rachel Grossman
Rachel was unable to attend.  Bethany Vincent reported on the goal of the committee.  They held 4 high school counselor workshops – 3 in-person and one virtual.  NDSU and UMary worked together to host the virtual workshop.  LRSC took the year off but plans to host again in the fall of 2025.  BND donated $1200 to cover workshop expenses:  breakfast, materials, etc.  The remaining dollars are to be used for the Professional Development fund.  NDASFAA members participated in 24 financial aid events with approximately 440 students in attendance.  Events included financial aid presentations at high schools, FAFSA application events, and financial aid tabling events.

Karrie Huber reported for Kristen.  2 Rookie of the Year nominations were submitted (for the same person).  There were 3 retiree honor requests received.  22 years of service certificates were presented from 5 years to 40 years.  One 25 years of service award was presented.

Crystal reported that the electronic Initiatives committee will consist of Crystal and Sherry.  Directory update request will be sent.      

Diversity, Equity, & Inclusion: Kristie Myers and Melonie Bald Eagle, Co-Chairs
Melonie reported that they had 3 new members join.  Lindsey OneBear will co-chair with Melonie this upcoming year.  Their project this year was Minot Public Schools Foundation Classroom Innovation Grant.  

Professional Development:  Marcia Pritchert & Judy Hager, co-chairs
Marcia reported that the members of the professional development committee met remotely in the fall and decided to send a message to the NDASFAA listserv in late October asking about the need or desire for a professional development workshop, or even just a time to come together for a virtual social. Very few people responded to the notification, and those that did indicated that they would not be interested in a training program this year. 
Given the difficult year with FAFSA Simplification and GE/FVT reporting, it was decided to suspend a fall training for 2024 and will look to 2025 for our next training program, possibly a virtual training.
